t canôt be 
September already! Summer 
seems to have just flown and as 

in most years, the best weather 
seemed to happen before the school 
holidays.  I remember all the beautiful 
days in the far distant past when I had 
to bury my head in books when Iôd 
much rather be sunbathing. Surely 
exams should be held in February and 
March when there is nothing better to 
do. 
 
So to horticultural matters. I donôt 
know why Iôm writing for the Society 
because I donôt really know much 
about gardening. I just pull up weeds, 
cut things back and plant the odd 
seed. I guess it helps to know what 
constitutes a weed - a contentious 
question - since all it really means is a 
plant which is growing where we 
donôt want it. A friend of mine has 
relatives from New Zealand who 
regard agapanthus as weeds. In 
Ireland, there is crocosmia and fuchsia 
growing in the hedgerows. But I can 
imagine that there is nothing more 
annoying than having a so called 
gardener pull up your new bedding 
plants thinking they are weeds. 
 
Iôve just returned from two weeks 
away and I donôt know what my 
automatic watering system was doing 
because some pots seemed drowned 
and others dried out. A couple of pots 
of cosmos were looking particularly 
sad so I cut them back quite viciously 

and wonder if they will grow back.  
Iôve done the same to a house plant 
Iôve had for about 30 years. Do you 
do that? I keep the saddest looking 
specimens simply because I canôt 
bear to throw them away. They have 
survived my ill treatment for so many 
years that they donôt deserve to die. 
 
This plant is a Dracaena. (I had to 
look that up because Iôve never 
known what it was called.) It was 
very spindly - a victim of sporadic 
watering over a long period. Iôd read 
somewhere that, like yuccas, you can 
cut them back and theyôll sprout 
again. With that in mind I repotted the 
plant (for the first time in 20 years or 
so) and after a few weeks I chopped 
off its head.  It looks very sad - a stick 
in a pot but Iôm very excited to see a 
couple of small green protuberances.  
Perhaps I am a gardener after all! 
 
Will September be the season of mists 
and mellow fruitfulness? Or in these 
days of global warming do we have to 
separate the two? My apple tree has 
been in extreme fruitfulness for 
weeks now much to the delight of the 
local blackbirds and wasps. Sadly the 
apples donôt taste good enough for 
my palate. I do feel guilty to see such 
bounty rotting on the ground but I 
guess it composts well. How does the 
tree have the strength to keep on 
fruiting?  It doesnôt get fed it just 
keeps on going.  The joy and mystery 
of life!

A book about Staughton August 
2019 

 Ordinary lives in Stoughton 
Magna during the Civil Wars 

  

W 
hilst the Civil War was pitting  
Englishman against  
Englishman, and superstition 

challenged religious belief, ordinary  
people in the village of Great Staughton 
went about their business, and we know 
something of their activities thanks to 
sources like the Protestation returns, the 
Churchwardens' Accounts, Charity  
Collections, and land and property  
transactions.   
  
A year prior to the Protestation, in the 
accounts for 31 May 1640, the  
churchwardens, Edmund Ibbott (as his 
name appears), and Ralph Paine, record 
all the furnishings and ornaments held by 
the church, the land it owns; they list the 
duties and obligations of the rector and 
give details of payments to the poor. 
  
The most prominent objects in the church 
are the bells, of which there are five and 
'one little bell, hanging between the 
church and the chauncell,' ie the Sanctus 
bell. In the belfry there is 'one clocke with 
all the parts and furniture thereof.'  

Various holy books are then listed,  
including 'one great new bible,' a  
reference presumably to the relatively 
new King James bible, published three 
decades earlier. There is also a  
register of births, marriages and deaths. 
  
The rector had other parochial duties, one 
of them proving to be onerous, as two 
entries in the accounts reveal. The rector 
was obliged to make 'palmecakes' for the 
poor of the parish at Easter. For this, four 
bushels of 'wheate' were required 'to be  
yearlie paid out of the parsonage of 
Stoughton Magna by the Rector.' It was 
the duty of the churchwardens to  
organise the grinding of the wheat into 
meal, leaving the rector with the  
responsibility of finding firewood, and a 
suitable place to bake the cakes. This 
particular task was the responsibility of 
parishioners; however, the rector was 
obliged to provide 'meate and drinke, 
dureinge the time of the making of the 
same palmecakes.'The churchwardens' 
accounts record laconically that the  
practice was abandoned by Easter 1640 ' 
by a consent of the minister,  
churchwardens and divers other  
parishioners.' The rector was, however, 
also obliged to supply the Communion 
wine for all communicants within the 
parish at all times. 
  
An interesting entry marks the  
beginning of the bell rope charity, which 
existed until various bequests were  
consolidated into the Parish Charities in 
the early years of the twentieth century. 
'The Rector is likewise to find and allow 
belle-ropes for all the bells at all times, at 
his owne costs and charges, for which (it 
is said) he holdeth a parcell of land,  
being four selions, commonlie called the 
belroapes.' A selion, a measurement of 
land, was one furlong (660 ft) long by 
one chain (66 ft) wide.

A book about Staughton September

The Great Staughton Commonplace 

Book of 1800 
 

I 
n 1971 Rev. David Fleming, vicar of 
St Andrew's church, Great  
Staughton, deposited with the  

Huntingdon Records Office an  
impressive, weighty volume, measuring 
13" by 8", containing 566 pages of text, 
written in an elegant, cursive script. The 
Compiler of the volume has thoughtfully 
included a substantial, ten-page index, 
which, although somewhat wayward  
alphabetically speaking, provides an  
invaluable indication of the Book's  
subject matter. The volume has plain 
cardboard covers and a lightly decorated 
spine with the word MISCELLANIES 
inscribed at the top. The purchaser of the 
volume could have intended it as a  
journal or a diary, but instead it became 
the Great Staughton Commonplace Book, 
which lay undiscovered and unread in the 
church for one hundred and seventy 
years. When the book is opened, a loose 
slip of paper (undated) falls out, bearing 
the words: 'This book I found in the  
Sunday school cupboard much exposed to 
damp. I could ascertain nothing as to its 
history.' It is signed C McN Rushforth, 
who became vicar of St Andrew's in 
1909, following the retirement of Rev. 
HG Watson, author of the first history of 
the village. 
 
The 566 pages contain 436 separate 
items; the largest category by far in the 
Commonplace Book is poetry, of which 
there are eighty-four examples, many 
celebrating Nature in all its aspects.  
Nature and natural history provide twenty
-nine items. There are thirty-nine  
anecdotes, some of a humorous character, 
others with a moral message. Smaller but 
important categories are paraphrases of 
biblical passages and a lengthy exposition 

of the true meaning of the Lord's Prayer. 
Forty-seven of the items in the book are 
pieces devoted directly or indirectly to 
the situation of women. There are other 
smaller categories such as geography, 
religion, history and historical characters, 
and classical writers. Ninety-six of the 
items consist of what might be called 
reflections or meditations on religious or 
moral themes. 
 
Here's a sample of the contents: 
Page 1, under the title, begins with an 
article which combines two of the themes 
described above; nature and Providence. 
'The Wisdom and Goodness of God  
Display'd in several curious Observations 
on Fishes and Birds,' which poses the 
question; 'What abundance of Fish do the 
waters produce of every size? But as they 
devour one another, how can these watry 
[sic] inhabitants subsist?' The answer is 
immediately given: 'God has provided for 
it, by multiplying them in a prodigious 
manner, and making the weak race  
swifter in their course than the others.' 
The author of the piece aligns the  
behaviour of the fish with God's  
commanding purpose. Thus, shoals of 
fish which are enjoyed by humans  
congregate near the shore so that they 
may be easily netted by fishermen. Other 
fish which are useless for human nutrition 
on the other hand live in remote seas. 
'And what hand conducts them with so 
much care and goodness towards man?' It 
is the same for birds; 'What architect has 
taught them' to build their elaborate 
nests?' This lengthy extract concludes by 
celebrating the wonders of nature and the 
power of the Almighty, 'O Lord, how 
manifold are thy works, in wisdom hast 
thou made them all.'

Energy Efficiency in the county and for 
the community benefit. The award  
focused on the Council work with 55 
schools across the County which has 
helped to reduce their energy bills and 
reduce CO2 emissions. As a result these 
schools have saved over Ã800,000 in total 
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on their energy bills and more than 3400 
tonnes of CO2 emissions per annum.  
 

The Energy Investment Unit was  
recognised for its collaboration with the 
village of Swaffham Prior in East Cambs. 
Swaffham Prior Community Heat 
Scheme is a valuable pilot project aimed 
at delivering annual savings on energy 
bills via a renewable heat network for 
homes currently on oil.
