I  
 know that you are reading this at 
the end of April or the beginning of 
May but I am writing on 15th April 

- deadline date (as is my habit!). Itôs too 
difficult to try to pretend that the garden 
is two weeks further on especially at this 
time of year so please bear with me when 
I report that I planted potatoes today. I 
just made potato sized holes and put them 
in - a hopeful no dig method in the 
knowledge that I have not prepared a 
proper no dig bed. The soil is quite good 
but nothing like Charles Dowdingôs - the 
no dig guru. I had vaguely heard of him 
but my daughter in law, Lindsey is a real 
fan - you could almost describe her as a 
groupie.  She corresponds with him about 
her garden in Nashville and he replies! 
She has transformed an ornamental 
garden into a series of text book no dig 
beds - that is a cardboard base and six 
inches of compost on top. The cardboard 
suppresses any weeds and eventually 
decomposes and the thick compost layer 
conserves moisture and provides ideal 
growing conditions. If she can keep the 
squirrels off sheôs going to have enough 
produce to feed the neighbourhood. I 
understand that squirrels donôt like chili 
powder on their paws - nor do foxes.  I 
donôt think I do either! 
 

Lindsey has also been very enthusiastic 
about ranunculus which she planted last 
autumn and over wintered with much 
trepidation and horticultural fleece. I 
immediately thought buttercups - so what 
- but I hadnôt reckoned with Persian 
buttercups which are just spectacular!  
Not to be outdone, I bought some corms 
from an online supplier and planted them 
in mid March - carefully following 
instructions that after an initial watering 

they should be left unwatered until there 
were signs of growth. I kept inspecting 
the pots - Iôve got about 30 - nothing ... 
nothing ... then a tiny green speck! 
Perhaps 10 pots now have evidence of 
life and Iôve dared to give them some 
water.  Hopefully theyôll survive and 
eventually flower. I saw a specimen in a 
garden centre recently which was 
absolutely beautiful.  
 

My wildflower meadow is not looking 
very promising as yet. Something has 
germinated but it is not grass which I 
was led to believe would emerge first.  
Iôve transplanted a few foxgloves into 
the bed but they are looking rather 
lonely. I suppose itôs early days. 
 
I never finished the saga of the amaryllis.  
The four flower buds opened up into 
enormous cream coloured blossoms 
which lasted about 14 days and after I 
cut them off, the second stem developed 
and another four blossoms are currently 
in their prime. It really has been good 
value. Iôve watered it perhaps three times 
in total. Amazing! 
 
I canôt believe how much the ground has 
dried out. After months of squelchy mud 
the riverside paths and field edges are so 
dry that the surface is cracking. And 
despite the hard packed soil grass is 
regrowing with a vengeance. We do take 
our climate and vegetation for granted.  
We are extraordinarily lucky to have 
growing conditions so favourable for so 
many plants. 
 
Hopefully there will be an abundance of 
plants for sale on 29th May between 2 
and 4pm on tables outside three 
addresses on The Highway - numbers 27, 
49 and 53. Instead of the Horticultural 
Societyôs traditional plant sale this Covid 
friendly alternative will allow you to 
peruse the produce in a socially 
distanced manner. Please bring your own 
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 bags and plenty of change.  Payment will 
be via honesty boxes and we hope to have 
all the plants labelled and priced but 
please be aware there may be some 
lapses. 
 

It is a delight to see blossom and fresh 
new leaves on the trees. Iôm always a bit 
sad for magnolias though which always 
seem to come into flower just before a 
cold snap. They only have that short 
moment of potential glory which is so 
often blighted and browned. Ho hum, 
thatôs life.

My first published book relates to a  

teenagers experiences in Aden (South 
Yemen) at a time of extreme  

terrorism and the British evacuation.

T hey walked past the main gate, 
through the masses of endless 
rolls of barbed wire, and the  

soldiers standing guard, and proceeded 
along the road. Walking along this initial 
road Eddie was to discover his first 
glimpse of the real world of Aden. He 
looked around him at the young children 
sitting on the side of the road, begging, 
crying out òbaksheesh! Baksheesh!ó It was 
not merely the sight of the children  
begging that caught his attention, but the 
condition of the children, which he had 
never witnessed before. They had no 
choice about being limited in their  
movement because each of the children 
had at least one limb missing. It was not 
so much important which limb, buté it 
was among amongst those who were at a 
stage of life when they should be enjoying 
the fun and laughter of childish games. 
This was something they would never be 
able to appreciate for themselves. 
 
How each of them got the deformity was 
often left to speculation. Every morning 
an adult would be seen driving p and 
depositing the children near the military 
gates, no thought being given to a  
provision of water to drink in the midst 
of the heat which was something they 

had to beg for. It was a lucrative position 
from a begging perspective. As the  
personnel passed they would find it  
difficult not to be touched with pity for 
these young unfortunate lives... 
 
By early evening, having spent a full day 
under the hot eastern sun, the vehicle 
returned. The adult would inspect the 
money the children had. As they gathered 
for the drive home each of them hoped to 
hear the words òTammam, tammam, 
good, goodó. Like any young person in 
any culture they hoped for positive words 
of encouragement. 
 
The òfamilyó knew only too well just how 
much each one of these poor young  
children had been able to reap the  
financial rewards from the terrible  
deformity that had been thrown upon 
their young innocent lives. This was  
Eddies first taste of the Arab world  
surrounding him. It is a world that many 
of us would like to close our eyes to and 
wish it never happened, but it is still 
there!
