There has been progress on the  
Neighbourhood Plan (NP) for Great 
Staughton, but we have not been able to 
reach the next formal stage. This is the 
Regulation 15 consultation.  
 
There have been delays associated with 
both potential development sites in the 
NP.  
 
The Strategic Environmental Assessment 
(SEA) and its consultation was necessary 
on the Brook Farm site. This has now 
been completed. The results confirm that 
with suitable acknowledgement to the 
conservation area. This is an acceptable 
site.  
 
The SEA in respect of the perceived 
flood risk on the site on the Green was 
less conclusive. The Environment  
Agency (EA) are still expressing  
concerns about the flood risk and there 
will probably be a need for a further 
study to decide if this site should be  
included in the NP.  
  
Discussions are proceeding on the  
feasibility of siting a new Doctorôs  
surgery on the Brook Farm site, progress 
is being made. Outline designs are being 
prepared and initial support has been 
obtained from the NHS.

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GREAT STAUGHTON W.I. 
 

In May, Liz Dive, wearing her 
snazzy theatre coat, gave us a 
very interesting talk entitled 
óShakespeare Groupieô. At the age of 14 
Liz was introduced to Shakespeare with 
óA Midsummers Nightôs Dreamô and she 
immediately fell in love with the 
language. She has studied Shakespeare 
and performed in Shakespearian plays 
and absolutely oozes with enthusiasm for 
the Bard. She told us about some of the 
performances she has seen and the actors 
playing the leading roles. She was 
fortunate to see Peter OôToole when she 
was 17, and throughout her theatre trips 
has seen Sir Anthony Hopkins, Sir Ian 
McKellan, Jude Law, Lionel Blair, 
Daniel Radcliffe, Vanessa Redgrave, 
Mark Rylance, David Tennant and Dame 
Judy Dench, to name just a few. She has 
been up and down the country, including 
Stratford Upon Avon and the Globe in 
London and has been to over 240 
performances. She told us some of the 
plots of some of the plays, including the 
gory details which had us all feeling 
queasy! She then told us that people in 
the audience had fainted during that 
scene. It was hard not to be touched by 
Lizôs enthusiasm and Iôm sure she made 
us all want to see one of Shakespeareôs 
plays, and there are a lot to choose from 
as there are thought to be 38 plays 
written by him. Liz then joined us for a 
cup of tea and some delicious cakes 
made by members of the committee. 
 
For our June meeting Craig Fisher gave 
us talk entitled ó9/11 Stranded in 
Gamboô. On 11th September 2001 Craig 
set off for a business trip to Chicago but 
20 minutes before landing they had to be 

diverted for ñsecurityò reasons. 
They had been instructed to land 
at Gander Airport in 
Newfoundland. They were told 
they were grounded until further 

notice. They eventually were told the 
fateful news that two planes had been 
flown into the Twin Towers by terrorists 
with disastrous results. 
 
Craigôs talk was about the remarkable 
story of the next five days of how the 
residents of Gambo provided shelter for 
the 6,000 passengers of the twenty or so 
planes that had to land at the airport on 
that memorable day. He told us of the 
comradeship and friendship that 
developed amongst the passengers and 
the remarkable help and support that the 
people of Gambo gave to all the stranded 
people.   
 
Whilst there Craig managed to set up a 
website and people were then able to add 
photos of the time they spent in Gambo.  
Looking at these photos made you realise 
how difficult the conditions were and 
how the crew and passengers dealt with 
all the resulting problems. 
 
This was a really interesting and 
emotional story and all our ladies were 
spellbound listening to Craigôs talk. 
 
In July, John Gibson MBE, gave us a 
very interesting talk about SERV Blood 
Bikes and the work they do in Suffolk 
and Cambridgeshire. SERV stands for 
Services by Emergency Response 
Volunteers, with the emphasis on 
Volunteers, as they are not given any 
funding from the Government or the 
NHS for the remarkable work they do 
and the lives they help to save. John told 
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us he has been with SERV for 12 years 
as a blood runner, controller and being 
on the committee. He is involved with 
funding and raised Ã10,000 in his first 
year.  SERV attend fetes running a teddy 
tombola, and also raise money from 
recycling donated old mobile phones and 
hand-held devices. 
 
They deliver blood to hospitals in their 
region, and also to the East Anglian Air 
Ambulance and MAGPAS. It was 
discovered that having supplies of blood 
on board the helicopters saved more 
lives, as blood can be given at the scene 
of the accident instead of waiting until 
the patient reaches hospital. The blood is 
regularly swapped and the unused supply 
is taken to hospitals where it is always 
needed and used. 
 
It is not only blood that they carry and 
also not only bikes that are used as some 
volunteers use their cars. They also carry 
human milk to premature babies in 
hospitals and take medicines to 
vulnerable patients in the community.  
During the Covid pandemic they also 
ferried PPE around. 
 
The SERV for our region has 157 
members with 17 controllers. They 
operate 24/7 and each person is required 
to volunteer for two of the night duties, 
but they often do more. They are 
required to take the advanced bike test 
and are re-tested every 3 years. The 
dedication these people show truly is 
remarkable as they cover most of their 
own costs which is collectively about 
Ã45,000 a year and last year they 
travelled 157,486 miles. 
 
 

At the end of his talk John played us a 
short film which showed us some of 
these dedicated people. Some of them 
got involved because they, or members 
of their family were helped by the blood 
that was delivered in time and the milk 
that saved their baby. They were all 
incredibly selfless and it was no surprise 
to learn that in 2018 SERV were 
officially recognised as an emergency 
service.  
 
We were all humbled by the talk and 
very grateful that there are these special 
people in the world. 
 
We have some amazing talks coming up 
in the next few months and we would 
love to share them with you. Our 
meetings are held on the second Tuesday 
of every month at Great Staughton 
Village Hall at 7.30pm. If you do fancy 
coming along you will receive a very 
warm welcome, a hot drink and maybe 
even some cake. For further details

In May we at Perry WI enjoyed a most enter-
taining evening óDancing with Dianaô. Colin  
is a proud man. In his own words, he is still 
proud to be that son of a dinner lady and a 
painter-decorator from a council estate in 
Rushden who went on to work as a Close 
Protection Officer for the Royal family.  
 
In 1976 after leaving school he was sitting 
bored stiff in the canteen. George, an older 
colleague saw him reading a small advert for 
the Metropolitan Police. George said, óNow 
boy, get yourself home, talk to your dad then 
get yourself to London and join them.ô So 
Colin did just that.  
 
Throughout his talk, Colin showed us various 
large photos of himself at various stages of 
his life including one pre-Police, a louche, 
long-haired, casual band member and one at 
his Passing Out Parade. The difference was 
astonishing.  
 
In 1988 he was one of only 10 officers  
chosen from 300+ applicants to train as a 
CPO. Training, including three weeks  
advanced driving and firearms with the SAS 
in Hereford, was led by Lieutenant Ruzinski 
who started the training with the words óIf 
anyone here doesnôt want to die in the  
execution of their duty, leave the room now.ô 
They were taught to shove their charge be-
hind them to be bundled into a car and driven 
away. Anyone with a CPO is taught to do 
exactly what the CPO tells them and Colin 
showed us some photos of before/after the 
shooting of Ronald Reagan. The CPO took 
the bullet meant for Reagan as the shooter 
shot 4 people in 1.7 seconds. Colin assured 
us that the óbullet catcherô FBI agent  
survived and is not retired but any news  
report will tell us that that isnôt always the 
case.  
 

Colinôs first royal was Sarah Duchess 
of York who is, contrary to present 
reports, óa lovely, lovely ladyô who 
does so much for charity under the 
radar. Later he was on duty for  

Harryôs first day at school. Weôve all seen 
the pictures of the boys in their little flat caps 
and too-big blazers but what we didnôt see 
were the 9 CPOs it took to cover the 5  
minute drive from Kensington Palace! 
 
The Queen Motherôs summer sojourn at  
Balmoral was a logistical nightmare. After a 
crew of 12 had planned and prepared for a 
fortnight, they would then take part in every 
event even the Ghillieôs Ball where they 
would be introduced formally to the royals ï 
even though theyôd been guarding them 24/7! 
He told us about the shooting parties (the 
Hooray Henrys couldnôt usually hit a barn 
door); the polo matches (it was always  
amusing to see the billionaireôs wives have to 
take off their 6inch Alexander McQueen 
heels to join in stamping down the divots 
between chukkas. HMQ did it in her sensible 
brogues so they couldnôt refuse); and the 
people he met (Elton John, Cher, Paul  
MacCartney, Bruce Forsyth) and seeing 
Claudia Schiffer naked (it was at a fashion 
show and it was accidental but even so, it 
was rather a highlight!). 
 
He talked about the óBurrell Effectô but only 
to pour scorn on the idea that the staff were 
best buddies with the royals. Not so. There 
were favourites of course but each party 
knew that there were there to do a job.  
 
He told us of óDi Curtsey Syndromeô and  
illustrated it with a story of a gentleman who 
was so nervous of meeting her that he  
curtsied too. The Princess still had to speak 
to two more people whilst exhibiting her 
customary charm while also fighting the urge 
to laugh. 
 
And óDancing with Dianaô? Well, it was a  
Christmas ódoô for the whole 240+ CPO 
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squad. Princess Diana ate with the top brass 
but afterwards came to sit with her CPOs to 
say thank you. The conversation turned to the 
dancing...  
 
So Colin had a lesson from HRH the Princess 
of Wales. Later, she put her hands on her 
hips and said, óYou really canôt dance, can 
you!ô She did, however seek out Colinôs wife 
and told her, óThank you so much for letting 
me dance with Collin. Itôs lovely to look into 
someoneôs eyes instead of the top of Wayne 
Sleepôs headô. Thank you Colin. An  
informative and very amusing talk.  
 
During our June meeting Kerry gave us a 
fantastic report back about being our delegate 
at the Royal Albert Hall. What a great event: 
a wonderful time was clearly had by all the 
delegates. Imagine the Royal Albert Hall 
filled to the rafters with WI - chatting,  
talking, speaking, having the times of their 
lives whilst helping others, our society and 
our environment. Eight years ago, our June 
speaker Suzanne Tibbetts found a little 
hedgehog in her garden and knew that it was 
too small to survive the winter. She took him 
to a reputable hedgehog rescue but was  
clearly smitten.  
 
At first she had six rescued hogs in their  
boxes in the corner of her living room. She 
told us that her husband was very supportiveô 
because he didnôt know what was comingô 
and sure enough three months later there 
were 17 hogs in the spare room ... then an 
extension on the side of the house ...and now 
a purpose built cabin in their garden!  
 
During Covid, Suzanne set up a Facebook 
page (search for Hartford Hedgehog Rescue) 
with videos, photos and fun activities for 
kids. She now has 1600 followers. Rescuing 
can be a costly business but her FB followers 
keep her afloat, along with a very good  
relationship with Cromwell vets. For all her 
knowledge and skill, she still needs a  
qualified vet for meds, surgery and  

euthanasia. She specifically spoke about how 
good Cromwell vets are ï learning from her 
as the hedgehog expert whilst sharing their 
own expertise.  
 
Suzanne now has an active team of eight or 
nine who help with the fostering, nursing, 
rescuing, rearing, and releasing, including 
our own dear Ann and Helen. These two 
lovely ladies got involved a while ago when 
they were out walking and came across a 
hedgehog trapped in a fence down near the 
prison. They freed it, took it to Suzanne and 
then checked out the rest of the fence round 
said prison, reporting back to the powers that 
be who duly mended the fencing. Jo reports 
that she knows Ann (who lives next door) 
feeds her hedgehogs well because she  
occasionally comes home to find one asleep 
on her doorstep! Suzanne told us that he  
obviously felt safe and full and in need of a 
little snooze ï ólike us after going out for a 
curryô. Ann has also provided Jo with a  
shelter as a sort of Premier Inn for hogs.  
Perry is a hedgehog-happy village! 
 
After telling us all this, Suzanne put on a 
slide show to melt us further with pictures of 
tiny hoglets, the early days in her living 
room, hogs being weighed daily, and various 
videos ï a fave of ours was Chestnut  
scrambling out of her box and heading for 
the door to investigate further!  
 
I canôt end this bit of the report without a 
quick round up of some hedgehog-caring 
advice: if you seen one out during the day, 
donôt assume it is ill or injured. Watch it for 
a few minutes and if it is walking with  
purpose it may be nesting or nursing. If  
however, it is bumbling about, it is probably 
ill or injured. Put a towel in a high-sided 
box, give it a little water but NO food and 
ring a reputable hedgehog rescue centre 
(Hartford Hedgehog Rescue is 07782 
398235) Your hog may have got stuck in 
netting and youôve freed it but please still 
take it to the rescue as constriction injuries 
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take seven days to appear. At the rescue  
centre, the hedgehog will be cared for  
including looking at their poo under a  
microscope to check for parasites. When the 
hog gets the all-clear, it will be released near 
to where it was found.  
 
Incidentally, if you see two hogs bashing 
into each other, itôs probably two males  
getting aggressive. And if you see one  
running round another one who seems to be 
spinning, itôll be a female saying óno way, 
Joseô to an amorous male. Useful 
knowledge, eh! 
 
Suzanne is committed and skilled, her  
obvious expertise is lightly worn and with 
great good humour she informed, entertained 
and moved us with the plight of these spiky, 
wonderful little people who share our  
gardens. Thank you Suzanne.  
 
Our July meeting was another cracker! Jo  
informed us that our August barbeque was 
out so we will be bringing foody things to 
share etc ï always a lottery, always fun! 
Sylvia reported back on a gorgeous talk 
sheôd been to on painting on silk given by 
the Stained Glass Museum lady from Ely 
(please accept my apologies, I didnôt catch 
her name ï hopefully sheôs not reading this). 
And at Perry Fete, we made a quite splendid 
profit on the cafe which means that our  
coffers are healthy and weôve been able to 
donate loads to our charities. Cake is the 
best, donôt you think. 
 
And so to our July speaker. Do you  
remember years ago when Marks and  
Spencers in St Neots High Street used to be 
Liptons? Well, Liptons was run by  
Rebeccaôs Dad. Rebecca now has the  
wonderful house plant shop in Cross Keys 
Mews called The Shopkeeperôs Daughter. 
Rebecca, an only child, was her dadôs sole 
carer and was lost when he died. She bought 
a houseplant and through caring for it and 
nurturing it she found her way back and 

eventually opened the shop. Of course it was 
longer and harder than that and we felt for 
her as she told us her story but by looking 
after that plant, it gave her what she needed 
and she is now a passionate, knowledgeable  
enthusiast who says quite freely that the 
400+ houseplants she and her husband now 
share their home with saved her life.   
 
Rebecca told us that she is not a Botanist. 
She admits that she quite openly tells people 
off if they donôt look after their plants 
properly and has refused to sell further plants 
to repeat offenders. She gives advice to her 
customers, telling them exactly how to water 
and where to house their new plants,  
sometimes even suggesting a faux plant to 
óserial plant killersô. I know she gives advice 
in her shop as my daughter popped in for a 
plant several years ago and was gone half an 
hour, all of which was chatting to Rebecca 
about what was suitable. And yes, it is still 
thriving.   
 
Rebecca had such excellent advice, it all 
seemed so logical and Iôd never heard it  
before so came away being able to care for 
my plants better. She reckoned that most of 
us kill our plants with kindness. We feel the 
soil at the top of the pot and if itôs dry, we 
water them. Of course we do. But itôs the 
roots which are the important thing here, so 
Rebecca uses a simple wooden lolly stick 
which she has stuck in each pot with the 
plantôs name on it. She pulls each lolly stick 
out and if it is dry at the bottom, then the 
roots are dry and the plant needs water.  
Rebecca is a great believer in  
bottom-watering as the roots get the water 
and the soil at the top stays dryer so you 
donôt get those horrible little black flies 
which love moist soil. Put your plant in a 
couple of inches of tepid (preferably) rain 
water for half an hour and the plant will take 
what it needs. Obviously some need a  
different regime but this is generally what 
works. Rebecca checks every one of her 
plants individually, every Monday. 
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Rebecca sources her plants carefully, aware 
that anyone can buy a cheap, run of the mill 
plant from Lidl. Most of her plants come 
from Holland and Denmark and each has its 
own passport. Sheôd love to buy more from 
this country but it is the cold hard truth that, 
after Brexit, nurseries in England are simply 
too expensive.  
 
And so, some snippets of advice: if you have 
a cacti which has babies from the base, donôt 
repot them all as they serve as buttresses to 
hold the parent plant up; only repot when the 
roots come out of the bottom holes, and then 
only one size plant pot up otherwise the roots 
have too much soil round them which holds 
the water and they rot; only buy good quality 
soil and use the Houseplant Mix; if you have 
one of those delightfully weird epiphytes (air 
plants ï the ones that donôt need soil) water 
them by submerging them then make sure 
they are upside down overnight so that the 
water doesnôt pool and rot the plant; feed 
(Baby Bio) when the clocks change in 
Spring, once a month, then stop when the 
clocks change back in Autumn ï donôt feed 
in the winter; for those of you with no  
plant-confidence, Rebecca suggests a Mother
-in-Lawôs Tongue as they are pretty well 
bomb proof, and Spider Plants will begin to 
irritate you as they have so many babies that 
you pot them up to give them to friends then 
the friends begin to dread you going round! 
 
Rebeccaôs favourites are cacti and she 
doesnôt even mind that occasionally they 
have been known to produce some flowers ï 
she loathes flowers! Our Chris asked advice 
about her orchid which was poorly and  
Rebecca suggested putting it in the bin ï she 
was joking, donôt worry ï but we all agreed 
that even if you like them, orchids and Peace 
Lilies are divas, overreacting to everything 
that happens around them. Chris  
decided that she would gift her orchid to a 
ófriendô as óthere isnôt enough room for the 
two of usô in her house!  
On the table was an array of fine plants  

available in Rebeccaôs shop and many of 
them came home with many of us because 
we know how to look after them. I love my 
String of Hearts plant and it is very happy 
and not overwatered! 
 
Thank you Rebecca, you were a lovely 
speaker and many of us have since visited 
you and Shirley (Rebeccaôs dog who is  
always in the shop with her) at The  
Shopkeeperôs Daughter.   
 
Hope your summer has been a happy one, oh 
faithful Life readers, there will be more about 
WI in the Winter Edition ï and then itôs 
Christmas, shhhh, you didnôt hear it here! 
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Spaces available for September.

Ploughing Engine, bought by William 
(Bill) Ruff  in 1961. The Engine was 
used to dredge and plough local  
farmland and could often be seen at 
Steam Rallies showing off its skills. 

 
Rachel Ruff, has fond memories of 
her Grandad and  remembers, as a 
child, making matchstick models of 
óPrinceô with him. There were also  
Steam Shows to visit and Prince was 
often on show at many local venues 
including the EXPO at the East of 

England Showground. 
 

In the early1980s, óPrinceô was sold 
and Rachel, still an Engine enthusiast, 
was always hopeful that one day she 
would be reunited with him.  

 
After years of searching, she found 
Prince near Holycombe Working 
Steam Museum. He had been left  
outside for many a year before being 
placed in a barn and forgotten. 

 
Rachel bought the engine in March 
2024 and started the renovations in 
the hope of bringing óPrinceô back to 
his original, glorious loveliness. 

 
Rachel has also discovered that 
óPrincessôis in Lincolnshire.

I write to say a massive thank you for the 
recent support and funding for the 
Grafham Water Community First  
Responder Scheme, which is entirely 
dependent on financial donations to be 
operational. 
 

In particular, The Grafham Water Art 
Group who have donated the proceeds of 
their annual art exhibition for the last 
four years and the Kimbolton Rotary 
Club who have recently made a  
significant donation that will enable the 
unit to concurrently deploy and  
potentially expand. 
 

For those less familiar with the work of 
the Grafham Water Community First 
Responder Scheme it is made up of  
volunteers who, within the community in 
which they live or work, have been 
trained to attend emergency calls  
received by the East of England  
Ambulance NHS Trust and provide ófirst 
aidô until an emergency ambulance  
arrives. They are tasked and deployed 
through the Ambulance Service  
Emergency Operations Centre. 
 

The concept behind the scheme is a  
simple one; local people with the  
appropriate training and equipment can 
get to local emergencies quickly because 
they are just around the corner. Time in 
responding is a very important factor and 
ambulances canôt be everywhere at once. 

Sudden cardiac arrest claims around 
150,000 lives each year within the  
United Kingdom, with survival rates 
being around 3 - 5% outside of a  
hospital setting. If a personôs heart has 
stopped due to an accident or heart  
attack and is in a rhythm called  
ventricular fibrillation, the only way to 
get the heart into a more regular  
sustaining beat is to pass an electrical 
charge through the heart muscle. The 
first eight minutes are the most vital for 
the collapsed person and if first aid and 
a defibrillator are on hand, then the 
chance of survival will increase  
considerably. 
 

Since being operationally viable, the 
Grafham Water Community First  
Responder Scheme have attended a  
variety of Incidents, these include three 
heart attacks or suspected heart attacks, 
four strokes or suspected strokes, five 
falls (elderly patients) one of which  
resulted in a ólong lieô and protracted 
hospital tests and treatments, four  
incidents of chronic illness or post  
operational deterioration, one  
unconscious patient and one epileptic 
seizure. 
 

The villages of Perry and Great  
Staughton are the two epicentres of the 
Grafham Water Community First  
Responder Scheme, consequently 
62.5% of the response deployments 
have been in those locations. 
 

However, they also frequently  
attended all manner of alerts in  
neighbouring villages, due to the  
availability or arrival time of the nearest 
ambulance medical resource and on 
nearly all occasions, arrival was ahead 
of the dispatched ambulance crew. 
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In addition, community awareness  
training has been provided on several 
occasions, to promote familiarity and 
demystify the use of defibrillators, which 
have been widely distributed amongst 
the villages and sited in prominent places 
but with little training to accompany 
their deployment.  
 

The most recent donations will make a 
significant difference and enable the 
maintenance replacement of defibrillator 
batteries and the acquisition on a new 
ambulance deployment (NMA phone) 
application, allowing us to invoke a  
second operational call sign,  
concurrently deploy more than one first 
responder team and potentially expand 
the unit. 
 

These donations have come at a critical 
time when other sources of funding, such 
as a donation from Perry Parish Council 
under the Section 137 of the Local  
Government Act 1072, has been  
withdrawn. We are very grateful.

Norman Hardy leaves a big gap in the village. He was always open, 
affable and helpful, fond of a chat and a joke. His was a familiar  
figure out walking his dogs or working on whatever project he had 
on the go. It is some time now since he died but in June this year, 
the Society organised a get together at the allotments to remember 
him. A tree has been planted in his memory, a Victoria Plum, with a 
plaque engraved - Norman Hardy, Tree Warden and Allotment  
Pioneer. He was Tree Warden in the village for many years and was 
pivotal in establishing the allotments. It was lovely to share  
reminiscences with his son and daughter - particularly about the  
formidable flame thrower!  
 
Is there ever a normal summer? I suppose this one has been more 
like a British summer with a lot of rain and cloud and a few  
scorchers. But the trees and established plants have grown so much. 
It obviously has suited them. Having exhorted readers to be kind to 
slugs in the last edition, I was rewarded with intense slug attacks at 
the allotment. My French beans were annihilated, runner beans  
seriously stunted and courgettes eaten completely. The runner beans 
recovered and are now producing overwhelming fruit but they had 
quite a struggle. A mystery raider completely uprooted tomato, 
squash and sunflower plants. I think a webcam is definitely called 
for just to satisfy my curiosity.  
 
With a view to giving up the allotment I set up a couple of raised 
beds in my garden this year. They were very attractive to visiting 
cats as luxury litter trays and Iôve been scattering orange and lemon 
peel around as a deterrent. The problem with vegetable growing is 
managing the amount of produce. It is literally famine or feast. Two 
courgettes plants are producing more than I can use and I dread to 
think how many excess cucumbers Iôll have from three vigorous 
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vines but once a plant has survived and thrived I canôt bear to  
simply discard it. Thatôs why the back up runner beans I planted are 
just about to fruit in the garden. Iôll be completely beaned out!  
 
The final event of our calendar is the Garden Talk on Saturday 5th 
October at the Village Hall with speaker Will Mumford. Hope to see 
you there!
