References Required 
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I never have understood the 
necessity to move the clocks every spring 
and autumn. Apparently there is debate in 
the EU (sorry to mention that!) on ending 
the practice - possibly by 2021.  Whether 
weôre in or out by then, there will be 
pressure on us to follow suit. Surely 
people can organise their activities to 
make the most of what daylight there is.  
With more flexible working times there 
could be beneficial effects on rush hour 
congestion.  If it doesnôt get light till 
10.00am in Scotland then delay the start 
of school till 10.00am. But a later start 
will mean longer in the dark at the end of 
the school day. The arguments confuse 
me and the more I think about it perhaps 
the easiest way to deal with it is to change 
the clocks after all. 
 
Anyway, despite what we call each part of 
the day, plants will respond to available 
light if the temperature is right.  They 
certainly have been getting ahead of 
themselves this season.  Leaves are 
sprouting, the magnolias are just about 
over and the daffodils will be a distant 
memory by the time Easter arrives.  The 
birds are very vocal - always a delightful 
development.  My presbyterian core tells 
me that we canôt get away so lightly.  
There hasnôt been any winter!  Weôll have 
to pay somehow. Time will tell. 
 
This weekôs plant hunter was Ernest 
Henry ñChineseò Wilson who introduced 
an enormous number of new species to 
Britain and the USA in the early 20th 
century.  He was sent out initially by the 
Veitch Nursery in search of the 
Handkerchief tree (Davidia involucrata) 
which had been described by a previous 
plant hunter and its position marked on a 

very rudimentary map.  Almost 
unbelievably he managed to find the spot 
(after a journey of 13000 miles) only to 
discover that the tree had been cut down.  
Fortunately he subsequently came across 
the species and managed to collect seed 
and during the course of his four 
expeditions he sent back seeds or 
specimens of over 2000 different plants 
many of which are in common use 
nowadays.  He was proudest of his 
introduction of Lilium Regale which 
when he first saw it was growing in 
enormous numbers, filling a valley with 
blooms. At the time of his first expedition 
in 1900/02 the Boxer Rebellion was at its 
height and most of his other forays were 
life threatening as well.  Having survived 
numerous adventures it was poignant that 
he was later killed with his wife in a road 
accident in the USA where he had settled.  
 
There is a memorial garden to EH Wilson 
in Chipping Camden where a collection 
of his botanical introductions has been 
amassed. It might be worth a visit. 
 
Closer to home the Horticultural Society 
had a jolly AGM in early March.  Our 
programme of events starts with the Plant 
Sale and Cream Teas on 25th May, 2.30 
at the Pavillion. The next meeting is on 
Wednesday 1st May at 7.30 at the White 
Hart.  Do come and join us.

Our February read was Dreams from my 
Father by Barack Obama.  The book was 
originally written in 1995 from a background 
of being the first black president of the 
Harvard Law Review and at that time received 
ñmildly favourableò reviews.  However the 
book was propelled to the No 1 New York 
Times book sellers list when re-released in 
2004 as he begin to be a presence in American 
Politics.  We, as a book group, therefore were 
reading it with the hindsight and overview of 
his tenure as President of The United States of 
America. 
 

The book tells the story of his struggle to 
identify the forces that shaped his childhood 
with an American, white mother, raised in a 
white community, and a black, African father 
who was largely absent from his life after 2 
years of age. A childhood in Hawaii provides 
an unusual up bringing for a child of mixed 
race but that does not really provide or prepare 
him for the true picture of racial disharmony 
that exists in America.  The story Barak tells 
begins with him discovering that his Father 
has died in a car accident and he determines to 
discover more of his African roots.  
It was a book that most in the group either 
enjoyed or where ambivalent about.  
Unusually there were no one who disliked it.   
We enjoyed the descriptions he gave and his 
desire to know more about his history and 
culture.  Our discussion inevitably lead to 
discourse about the current President and the 
differences between their approaches.  A book 
to be recommended.

It was our 5th 
birthday - happy birthday to us - and 
we celebrated with a gorgeous buffet 
provided by Lisa.

Then onto business.  Lynne 
Whittington was our speaker this 
month, or rather demonstrator, as she 
showed us what to do with our spring 
flowers.  We learnt that you need as 
Obowl or Oasis to use as a base for 
your arrangement - easily obtained 
from local outlets.  We also learnt that 
daffs and hyacinths donõt like oasis - 
not sure what itõs done to them but 
be assured the aforementioned 
flowers are much happier just left in 
the garden!  However, if you insist on 
using them you can poke a òtest tubeó 
into your oasis, sit them in there and 
hey presto they will sit happily 
amongst the greenery.  
 
Lynne folded and stapled leaves to 
resemble a fan, twisted and shaped 
strappy leaves to cover the bottom of 
stems and the oasis.  Radiating up 
and out from your focal point is the 
way to go for an attractive 
arrangement apparently. 
A good tip for those of us who 
generally just plonk flowers in a vase 
is to scrumple up some cellophane, 
coloured or clear, and put it into the 
vase to disguise the stems of the 
flowers and makes it look like at least 
some thought has gone into the 
arrangement! 
Lynne said we should run our oasis

But what exactly is a software update? 
Well, sometimes itõs called a software 
patch ð a free download for an 
application, operating system or software 
suite that provides fixes for features that 
arenõt working as intended or adds minor 
software enhancements and compatibility 

Upgrading, on the other hand is the 
process of replacing hardware, software or 
firmware with a newer or better version, in 
order to bring the system up to date or to 
improve its characteristics.  

 

Operating System updates  

An operating system is the core set of 
programs that run a computer and upon 
which all other programs rely in order to 
operate. Operating system updates are 
corrections for program incompatibilities, 
discovered errors, and security 
vulnerabilities. You may wonder why you 
should spend the time and money to update 
your operating systems. With stronger 
security, access to support, and the ability to 
work with newer programs, updating old 
operating systems becomes a necessity!  

Microsoft Windows 7 announcement 

Did you know? After January 14th 2020, 
Microsoft will no longer provide free security 
updates or support for PCs running 
ôWindows 7õ. You can of course continue to 
use Windows 7, but once support ends, your 
PC will become more vulnerable to security 
risks and viruses. To avoid the 
inconvenience, Microsoft recommends that 
you consider upgrading to Windows 10.   

If you are running on Windows 8/8.1 you 
have a bit longer (until 10/1/2023) or until 
14/10/2025 if you are running on Windows 
10

Will of Ïlfhelm Polga 989 A.D. 

 
A mere sixty-eight wills survive from 
the Anglo-Saxon era; one was drawn 
up on 31 October 989 by Ïlfhelm 
Polga, a thegn or loyal retainer of 
King Edgar, and amongst his bequests 
was his estate at Great Staughton. 
  
Ïlfhelm Polga's name appears as a 
witness in foundation documents of 
the mighty abbeys of East Anglia. 
Some of his duties are recorded in the 
chronicles of the abbeys with which 
he was associated, Ramsey, Ely and St 
Neots. The Liber Eliensis, the Book of 
Ely, refers to Ïlfhelm Polga as òa 
certain knight possessed of much 
wealth,ó and records his activities as a 
lawman in East Anglia. He owned 
lands throughout Huntingdonshire, 
Cambridgeshire, and further afield in 
Bedfordshire, Norfolk, Suffolk and 
Hertfordshire, and part of his 
landholding included the village of 
Stoctune, or Great Staughton.

Ïlfhelm Polga had an intimate 
connection with Ramsey Abbey, the 
most powerful religious house in the 
country at that time. It may seem odd 
to bequeath a long-ship to the Abbey 
but there was good reason. Firstly, 
Ramsey was virtually an island (the 
name means Isle of the Ram), and a 
ship would have been useful for 

access to the surrounding area. 
Ramsey was situated on the River 
Great Ouse, a key trade and 
communications route, from Bedford 
to the North Sea at King's Lynn. It was 
also a route that marauding Danes 
could exploit for their many raids into 
the region ð indeed, East Anglia was 
for three centuries a stronghold of the 
Viking invaders. 
  
Ïlfhelm Polga has a further link with 
the local area when in 974, he 
appended his signature to the 
document recording the dedication of 
St Neots Priory, which attracted the 
great, the good and the powerful, not 
only from the eastern region but from 
religious houses and sees throughout 
the country. The ceremony of 
dedication was performed by 
Ïthelwold, Bishop of Winchester, in 
the presence of Ïscwin, Bishop of 
Lincoln, Brithnoth, Abbot of Ely, Earl 
Ïgelwin, and Ïdric Pope.  
 

Ïlfhelm Polga spent his last days at 
West Wratting, an estate granted to 
him by King Edgar in 974. Less than a 
century later, the world of the Anglo-
Saxons was destroyed forever by the 
northman from Normandy. The 
chronicler of the Abbey of Ely voiced 
his despair at this calamity: òWhat am 
I to say about England? What am I to 
say to future generations? Woe to you, 
England, you who in former times were 
sanctified by your angelic progeny, but 
are now utterly distraught with groans 
for your sins. You lost your native king 
and in war ê.. became subject to a 
foreigner. Your sons were miserably 
slain ê.and your councillors and 
leaders ê.. overwhelmed, or put to 
death or deprived of their inheritance.ó
