verythingôs out in 
June isnôt it? After the relative 
order of April and May plants 

really start to take off - particularly 
weeds.  Iôm always surprised by the 
size that plants reach after their tiny 
beginnings.  If only Iôd got rid of the 
ones I didnôt want while they were 
still manageable! 
 
Hopefully the threat of frost is gone 
and tender plants can go outside.  
Hanging baskets and decorative 
planters will start to appear.  Summer 
is on its way. 
 
June is prime time for open gardens. 
For example in Buckden on 8th June 
there will be 16 gardens open between 
11am and 6pm. Further afield, 
gardens open through the National 
Gardens Scheme are listed at 
www.ngs.org.uk/events.   
 
Donôt you admire people who open 
their gardens to the public?  I suppose 
it is a good way of motivating 
yourself to sort everything out but 
presumably the undertaking is made 
well in advance when you have no 
idea what sort of season itôs going to 
be.  What if itôs so cold that nothingôs 
come out or such an early season that 
everything has gone over?  I guess the 
majority of visitors will be gardeners 
themselves so will sympathise. 
 
A lot of the appeal of a garden, 
though, is nothing to do with the 

plants. Patios, fences, sheds, and 
garden furniture all play their part.  If 
they are well maintained they have a 
tremendous impact and maintenance 
takes a long time.  My patio is pretty 
grim, being the original one from 
when the house was built in 1981.  I 
keep thinking I should give it a face 
lift but am put off by the thought of 
the toxic cocktail of chemicals that 
might be needed.  My daughter uses a 
mixture of biological washing liquid, 
bleach and a lot of pressure washing. 
Her patio looks wonderful but what of 
the ecosystem? 
 
Then thereôs the lawn.  A weed and 
moss free sward is a joy to behold.  
Many people pay a lot of money to 
have regular weed killing and moss 
killing treatments but whatôs in that 
stuff? Perhaps itôs perfectly safe but I 
think Iôll stick with my imperfect 
patch.  
 
Thereôs a bit of a theme here, I know.  
Iôm not obsessed yet but thereôs 
plenty of potential.

Our topic for May was on the 
subject of Teenage Fostering.  
Lynn Dixon, a local resident, 
spoke about how she and her 

husband were use to a busy, chaotic, noisy 
family life but where left with an empty home 
as their children grew up.  After considering 
their options they looked into fostering which 
proved to be a long and intense process.   

Vetting took place over 11 months and 
included checking the home, ensuring it was 
suitable, safe, fire compliant, hazard free.  
Next were interviews of Lynn and Will, their 
children, various family members, friends, 
work colleagues, teachers and included the 
dog!! They were grilled on their upbringing, 
politics, parenting, sex, culture etc. etc.  The 
dog was subjected to examination by 2 dog 
behaviourists and had a 12 page report of its 
own. 

Having survived the above Lyn and Will were 
sent for 4 days of training on record keeping, 
rules and boundaries , self-esteem and how to 
ñKEEEP CALM AND CARRY ONò.  The 
final hurdle was to decide on the particular 
area of fostering they were interested in; - 
short term (up to 18months) of teenagers, 12 ï 
18 years of age. 

Lyn went on to talk about some of the 
youngsters that had been welcomed into their 
home starting with the first girl who arrived 
with just 2 carrier bags, one filled with clean 
and the other dirty clothes and her socks 
showing through the holes in her shoes .  Each 
teenager came with their own unique story, 
issues and challenges.  7 teenagers to date, 
supported by 5 different social workers. The 
shortest stay was 2 weeks and the longest, 
well that is a story in itself.  

Throughout Lyn and Will have had to remain 
calm and non-judgemental.  Each young 
person had unique talents to nurture and all 
were encouraged to try new skills and 
experiences. Most are still in contact with 
Lyn, including the young man currently 
working in Theatre in America.

For 
some of us, this was our first introduction to 
it, and Linda got everyone to have a try 
whether they were experienced or not.  There 
was a lot of concentration on breathing, 
posture and relaxation.  The stunning view 
from the top floor of the Sailing Club of a 
spectacular sunset across the lake made the 
perfect backdrop for a relaxation session.  I 
have never known Perry WI so calm and 
quiet! 
 
We learned about some of the general 
principles and terminology of Hatha yoga 
(which translated means ñright and left nostril 
breathingò ï and yes, you can try that at home, 
folks).  During the evening, we all tried 
various positions, including the ñtreeò and the 
ñdownward dogò.  Consequently, I hope that 
our in-house photographer, Curly Pat, now has 
a set of photos taken from a position at the 
back of the room which will never again see 
the light of day (or Facebook).   
 
We all enjoyed the night, and our speaker 
remarked that she had never before taught a 
yoga class where her pupils were 
simultaneously drinking wine:  we do like to 
push the envelope at Perry WI.  
 
Our next meeting is on June 10th at 7.30pm in 
the Perry Baptist Church where weôll be 
hearing about bees and bee-keeping.  Come 
along to find out more, visitors are always 
welcome.

A Book About Staughton June 
2019 

 
In 1644, Valentine Walton, regicide, was 
governor of the important port of King's 
Lynn. Although East Anglia generally 
favoured the Parliamentarians, there were 
many Royalist factions, nowhere more so 
than in King's Lynn itself, where Sir Hamon 
l'Estrange enjoyed considerable support. 
With his feckless son, Sir Roger, Sir Hamon 
devised a plan to re-take King's Lynn for 
Royalist forces. It did not go well. 

  
Despite his considerable financial setbacks, 
Sir Hamon l'Estrange did not give up hope 
of Royalist forces regaining King's Lynn, 
and in December 1644 he entrusted his 
highly-indebted, feckless son Sir Roger 
with a bold plot to secure the town for the 
king. Sir Roger approached the king with 
his plan. He must have been extremely 
persuasive because the far-fetched plot won 
the approval of Charles I. The ñtrusty and 
well-beloved Roger le Strange,ò delighted 
by the commission from the king and 
anticipating the heady rewards that might 
follow the triumphant recapture of this 
important port, proceeded to put his plan 
into action. There was a slight but crucial 
flaw in this ambitious plan: l'Estrange had 
given insufficient thought to the necessary 
resources he might require for the 
enterprise, namely men and money.  

  
His first act was to persuade an old sea-dog 
friend of his, a wizened sea captain by name 
Thomas Leman, to take part, assuring him 
of a generous reward: ñin case the work 
succeeded it should be worth to him a 
thousand pounds.ò Captain Leman, suitably 
impressed, promised to bring with him on 
the morrow an accomplice ñto assist in the 
design.ò L'Estrangeôs judgement of men 
was as lacking as his forward planning. 
Captain Leman promptly trotted off to the 
governor of Kingôs Lynn, Colonel Walton, 
who decided he would string the hapless 
L'Estrange along, and catch all involved in 
the dastardly plot. He ordered Leman to 

take with him one of Waltonôs corporals, 
Hagger by name now cunningly 
transformed into a helpless wretch ña poor 
man, living in Fishers End, in Lynn, and 
kept an alehouse, and was Ã40 the worse for 
the Roundheads." L'Estrange quickly 
swallowed this improbable story, and 
showing Leman and Hagger the kingôs 
letter of authority, and swearing them to 
secrecy, he offered Hagger Ã100 and a 
cannonierôs place if all went according to 
plan. Adding credibility to his role, Hagger 
indicated how the town should be taken. All 
that was needed, he went on, was for Mr 
L'Estrange to provide a militia of two 
hundred men to ensure success. Another 
tiny flaw now began to gnaw at Mr le 
Strange, as he was forced to acknowledge 
"he knew not where to get the men.ò 

  
Meanwhile, Colonel Walton was putting his 
plan in place to capture the miscreants. In 
the courtyard below the room where the 
plot was being hatched there was a sudden 
disturbance. Half a dozen ñpoor old 
seamenò suddenly erupted on the scene 
clamouring to be given alms. L'Estrange 
fished out 2d from his pocket and told them 
to clear off. The poor old seamen were of 
course Walton's trained soldiers, who 
promptly seized L'Estrange. The latter, 
displaying a hitherto unsuspected presence 
of mind, quickly passed the kingôs letter 
over to Captain Leman, a man whom he 
knew he could trust implicitly. Walton's 
men carried out a thorough search and 
found Leman apparently in flagrante delicto 
with the king's letter about his person. He 
was swiftly hauled up before Colonel 
Walton and fortunately for him, 
immediately released 'having acted by order 
of the Governor.' L'Estrange, inevitably, 
was brought to trial where the verdict was 
hardly in doubt, but with the influence of 
his father, he escaped the inevitable death 
penalty.
