Well, thank you to Tracey McCartney 
for putting us all to shame.

She's a dot) blonde bombshell is an 
international athlete, mother of 2 
boys, Personal Trainer, writer,  
nutritionist and general whirlwind 
came to speak to us and kept us  
enthralled and entertained with  
stories of victories and the odd defeat. 
Oh and not forgetting the sugar-free 
flapjacks she brought too (the way to 
a WI-er's heart is through her recipe 
book!) 
 

Tracey started running to school 
simply because she wanted to save 
her bus money for sweets! She joined 
Riverside Runners at 15 and she  
hasn't stopped since! Within a year of 
taking up Triathlons (that's  
swimming, cycling then running, or 
drowning/crashing/falling if you're 
unlucky) in July 2014, having earned 
her GB shirt, she competed in the 
European Sprint Triathlon  
Championships in Kitzbuhel, Austria 
(where they filmed The Sound of 
Music and by the sounds of it she did 
'climb every mountain'). Then in 
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2015 she donned the GB shirt again 
for the European Triathlon, in Geneva 
this time. This sound fantastic but this 
was not enough and in April 2015 (a 
mere three months before Geneva) 
she did the London Marathon in 2 
hours and 55 minutes - slashing 10 
minutes off her previous year's time, 
and in September 2015 (a mere two 
months after Geneva) she won (first 
lady) in the Man vs Mountain in 
Snowden, then went on to be First 
Lady in the Snowden Marathon just 
one month later - Good Lord, I hear 
you cry, what is in those flapjacks!? 
 

She told us quite a lot about the  
Geneva competition; it was fun as the 
whole family were able to go, the 
chalet, the parade with the flags 
through the streets and the race (it 
rained).

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MY MEMORIES OF THE BIRTH 
OF LIFE MAGAZINE  

 
As part of our look back of the past 40 
years of Life & Diaries, we thought 
what better way to start the  

celebration than to remember where 
the magazine began, from one of our 
very first contributors, Ivy Sturgeon.  

 
 

I 
 thought I would put down my  
memories of Life magazine, which 
involved lots of typing up of stencils 

on an Olympia manual typewriter. The 
pitch for the typing was elite (12  
characters per inch).  
 
To my knowledge the concept of the 
magazine actually started in excess of 40 
years ago. Jock Slade produced a  
newsletter for St Andrewôs Church and 
as the village grew so did the number of 
notices he was asked to include. I  
obviously knew Mr Slade as I lived in the 
village but we also both worked at 
Gaynes Hall. It was then in around 
1974/75 that he asked if I could help with 
the typing-up in my spare time (not at 
work I hasten to add). This led from  
typing a newsletter to the typing up of 
Life magazine. He enlisted the help of 
others in his production work and a  
committee was formed. A competition 
was held and the magazine became 
ñGreat Staughton and Perry Lifeò.   
 
I am not sure when Mr Slade left the  
village but I do remember that Ena van 
Win was editor for a considerable  
number of years. Sadly they are not with 
us today but I have fond memories of 
those early days with all the team. 
 
Contributions for the magazine were  
requested by 21st of the month. Ena 
would then check on the items and place 
them into the order she wanted them 

typed up. This could prove difficult at 
times because typing on stencils is not 
like cutting and pasting on a Word  
document. There was no selection of 
fonts or fancy artwork that could be  
included. It was a case of assessing how 
much space each item would take when 
typed and what would fit where. Most 
contributions were received handwritten 
but even if typed all items needed to be 
typed onto a stencil. This would be done 
in the evenings, sometimes until the early 
hours of the morning with the aim to get 
them to the printer by the 24th of the 
month.  It was an advantage to be able to 
touch type at speed as the number of  
pages in the document continually  
increased and the timescale was short.  
 
The typed stencils would then be taken to 
the custodian of the Gestetner for  
printing. Printers during my time of  
typing were Jock Slade, Walter (Wally) 
Prince, Geoff Edwards and John Hitchin. 
The printed pages would then be taken to 
Ena and her collation team before being 
taken to the distribution team. 
 
From memory I stopped typing the  
magazine in February 1987. I remember 
Jean Philpott typing up when I was not 
able to.

Accounts: The Treasurer produced the 
draft accounts for the year (2015), which 
showed a  decrease in assets of Ã557.94, 
but it was noted no contribution had been 
received from Perry Parish Council in the 
year. Perry Parish Council will be  
reminded of this. We had produced 12 
colour covers in 2015 and one colour 
centre. The Collection boxes fund half an 
edition. The adverts seem to have  
stabilised. Running more often with  
bigger magazines has increased the print 
costs slightly but it was felt this was 
worth it. Great Staughton Parish Council 
has donated to the magazine in 2015 and 
the Committee expressed their gratitude 
to them. 
 
Bank Account: The money held in the 
Life Magazine account was Ã4778.17 
which was Ã557.94 down on last year. 
We use an HSBC Community account 
with Bob Jewell, Helen Glanville and 
Geoff Gilbert as signatories. Copies of all 
bank statements will be scanned to  
committee members to ensure visibility. 
 
Printing Costs: The new size has  
stabilised the costs and ensured the future 
of the magazine. We got quotes from 
other printers and Easiprint are still the 
cheapest. It is still an efficient service and 
easy for the Editors to use - simply  
sending the magazine via their website. 
They also allow us to change the size of 
the magazine monthly which gives us 
good flexibility with a varying level of  

content. 
Advertising Prices: The cost for a page 
will remain at Ã30. Covers adverts to  
remain same price also. The committee 
are grateful to those loyal advertisers for 
sticking with the Magazine. 
 
Posting Magazines Out of Area: The 
cost of posting copies to ñout of areaò 
readers will be increased to Ã14.00 as we 
have produced more larger page editions.  
 
Magazine makeup: In 2015 we  
managed to run a 40-page issue two 
times,  44 pages two times, 48 page four 
times, 52 page two times and 56 pages 2 
times. All have had a colour cover and 
there has been one issue which has had a 
colour centre. 
 
Advertisers: The policy agreed last 
year,  that advertisers who were slow to 
pay be invoiced twice and/or given two 
months grace with their advert, but then 
be removed from the Magazine, was  
reaffirmed.  
 
Editors Payment: It was agreed to pay 
the Editors payment for both Rob and 
Shaun. The editors incur many costs and 
it was felt that even this token amount 
will help towards paying for some of it!   
The amount was agreed to increase to 
Ã120.00 and it would be paid by BACS.  
Rob and new editor Shaun also kindly 
agreed to continue editing!
