colour. By July most of the  

flowering shrubs have done their thing 
and lots of perennials have passed their 
best too. If youôve neglected to support 
the taller plants they may be flopping all 
over the place. Sometimes hot, dry spells 
take their toll and everything can look a 
bit tired. If you are diligent enough to 
keep up with watering of pots then  
pelargoniums, busy lizzies, petunias and 
such like can blaze with colour for 
months but it can be dispiriting to come 
back from holiday and find your  
wonderful display somewhat diminished.  
 
Colourful foliage can bridge some of the 
gap and it is amazing how effective a 
variety of leaf shapes and shades can be 
in creating interest. Love them or hate 
them, dahlias and chrysanthemums will 
flower until the frosts cut them down. A 
new favourite of mine is echinacea  
purpurea which also flowers later in the 
season. 
 
However any visit to an open garden  
usually shames me completely when I see 
what can be achieved. Must try harder!  
 
Look out for scarecrows from the  
beginning of July. If last yearôs  
competition is anything to go by it should 
be worth a walk round the village to see if 
you can spot them all.

The NFWI urges all WI members 
to recognise the importance of parity  
between mental health and physical 
health, and take action to make it as  
acceptable to talk about mental health

The meeting commenced by 
welcoming two ladies from  
Kimbolton WI who joined us for the 
evening. Thanks was then offered to  
Janet Bowen, for her recent afternoon tea 
that raised Ã34 for funds, before  
Rosemary Huckle gave an update on the 
Annual WI Meeting in Cardiff on 6th June 
2018 which she had attended. Rosemary 
explained that since being formed in 
1915, the WI has a long history of  
campaigning on a wide range of issues 
about changing things for the better and 
tackling topics that matter to members. 
Members are at the heart of the WI and 
they play a central role in bringing issues 
onto the WI's national agenda through 
public affairs and campaigning. 
 
From equal pay to climate change, from 
gaps in the midwifery workforce to the 
plight of the honey bee, WI members 
have embraced a diverse set of challenges 
and built a reputation for the WI as a 
practical and ambitious organisation that 
doesn't shy away from tricky issues. 
In recent years campaigns have helped 
achieve: 
 

¶ Citing the More Midwives  
 Campaign report Support Overdue 
 in 2015 NHS England announced 
 a major review of maternity  
 services; the findings of the  
 Review were published in  
 February of 2016 and included
 findings from the NFWI's Support 
 Overdue Report 

¶ In 2015 the National Institute for 
Health and Care Excellence 
(NICE) published its first ever 
guidance on safe midwifery  

 staffing 

¶ Cross party commitment to  
 diversion and liaison schemes - a

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issues as much as physical health issues, 
and to lobby government for  
better support for mental illness.  
Rosemary explained that there had been 
great difficulty in finding someone to 
speak against this resolution. Manty of 
the delegates present gave moving  
personal accounts of the importance of 
this resolution and it was passed  
overwhelmingly. 
 
Michael Krause, a representative from 
Plantlife, which is a British conservation 
charity working nationally and  
internationally to save threatened wild 
flowers, plants and fungi, spoke on  
Britainôs wild flowers and specifically 
meadow plants. He explained there were 
1,700 flowering species, 17,000 fungi, 
1,700 lichens and 1,200 mosses native to 
our shores. 97% of meadow pasture has 
been destroyed since 1930ôs which 
equates to 7.5 million acres of wildflower 
habitat. Alongside this is the  
corresponding loss of insects, butterflies, 
bees etc. that depended on the lost  
species. 
 
To counter this loss their Patron, Prince 
Charles in 2012, had called for the  
creation of new wildflower meadows and 
identification of a flagship meadow in 
each of the 60 counties. The project was 
known as Coronation Meadows in  
honour of the Queenôs 60th Anniversary 
of her Coronation. To date 90 such  
meadows have been developed.  
 
Michael then went on to talk about grass 
verges, which can be classed as meadow, 
and have an interesting diverse plant life 
many providing unique habitats for 
unique species. There are many hundreds 
of miles of such verges upon which we 
can encourage plant growth easily by 
managing effective mowing. There is 
currently a campaign for Local Councils 
to delay cutting grass verges until after 
wildflowers have flowered and their 

seeds set or to cut narrower strips. This is 
not only good for the wildflowers but also 
cost cutting for the councils who need to 
save cash. He encouraged the WI  
members to sign the petition which can 
be found on PLANTLIFE website and 
spread the word amongst all and sundry. 
A very informative and interesting talk 
 
Next month our topic is The East Anglian

Andy waltzed us though a few of the 
old chestnuts ï sorry, the eternally-
puzzling questions of our age ï  
including the splendid Loch Ness  
monster - why shouldnôt it be a  
plesiosaur as the fossil fish Coelacanth 
was discovered swimming blithely 
around ALIVE a few years ago?; the
