I 
 was delighted to come across a 
large toad in my garden the other 
day.  Its hiding place was 

revealed by the removal of some 
empty seed trays in the cold frame. I 
had been pleased but puzzled that not 
one of my seven potted hostas had yet 
been munched. They are a particular 
favourite of slugs and snails and after 
all the rain we had in the early part of 
the year I thought they were doomed.  
 
Apparently toads have a prodigious 
appetite. They hunt at night and 
consume slugs, spiders, worms, wood 
lice, aphids and ants. I like to think 
that it has found sanctuary in my 
poison free garden. But presumably it 
is eating good slugs as well as bad.  I 
was surprised to read that very few 
slugs actually eat live plants. Most 
prefer to consume rotting material, an 
asset in your compost heap, some eat 
other slugs, and altogether they are a 
gardeners friend. So think twice 
before you squash the next slug and 
consider that slug poison kills the 
good with the bad. 
 
A better tactic is to try to live with 
them - hard to do when your precious 
seedlings have been decimated. 
Avoid planting small tender 
seedlings. Let them grow bigger and 
more robust in pots before planting 
out. Copper collars have been 
demonstrated as being the most 
effective deterrent in trials, more 
effective than egg shells, grit or wool. 

Cloches can also give protection 
while small plants get established. 
 
Having been all holier than thou 
about poison free gardening Iôm now 
contemplating using poison having 
come face to face with a large rat in 
the allotment shed. I donôt know 
which of us was the more alarmed.  I 
had thought that the smell in the shed 
was something to do with 
overwintering mice. I now know 
better and Iôm wary of touching 
things that have been in there. Weilôs 
disease is not a pleasant prospect. 
 
But enough about pest control. Itôs 
been a beautiful spring. Foliage has 
been particularly lush after all the 
rain. My acer has never had so many 
leaves on it. The colours of the early 
leaves are always a delight. 
 
The demise of a large cistus has made 
me rethink one of my borders. The 
gift of a peony started me off and Iôve 
planted Rosa Penelope Lively and am 
considering what else to add.  So 
exciting to have a new set of plants.  
 
Hopefully you found a new plant or 
two at the Plant Sale on 25th May and 
it would be marvellous if you 
considered entering something 
youôve grown, made, baked or 
photographed into the Horticultural 
Show which will take place on 
Saturday 24th August at the village 
hall. Youôll find the show schedule 
on Page 28 and the Entry Form on 
Page 33 if youôd still like to 
participate.

For our February meeting Rodney 
Todman gave us a very interesting 
talk entitled óPostcards of St Neotsô.  Rodney 
showed us, via a projector, a variety 
of postcards of different views of St Neots 
over the years. He explained that postcards 
began in 1898 and became the óin thingô to 
send. They were usually printed in landscape 
format and in the early days the back of the 
postcard was for the address and there was 
only a small margin on the front to write  
short message.   
 

A lot of the postcards were of the High Street 
through the years, with the old bridge from a 
1909 postcard and the Market Square in the 
1960s when the A45 ran through St Neots and 
there were lorries parked in the Square.  
Rodney told us that St Neots used to be in the 
Guiness Book of World Records as having the 
most pubs and he pointed out seven in the 
High Street from one postcard. He also 
explained that during World War One about 
400-500 soldiers were billeted in the town and 
a man on a horse used to ride through every 
morning playing his bugle to wake the 
soldiers at 7am. 
 

As well as showing us the pictures Rodney 
also read out some of the messages. One was 
from a young girl thanking her grandmother 
for the postal order she had sent her for her 
birthday and another was from a man saying 
he was going to a concert at the Corn 
Exchange. Another mysterious one was from 
a gentleman named Sid who said he ókeeps 
thinking of last Thursdayô. We were all 
wondering what happened last Thursday! 
 

This was a very interesting talk about the 
history of St Neots and its people told through 
a variety of postcards. One of them was 
sending Christmas greetings and the date of 
the postmark was 23rd December. The postal 
service must have been much quicker in those 
days! 
 

In March we held our AGM and our President 
updated us on the previous year. She thanked 
all the committee members and was sad that 
two ladies had stepped down from the 

committee, but was pleased that they 
were still happy to be involved. We 
welcomed a new committee member 
and we were asked to consider 
joining. Barbara informed us that the 
change in our start time to 7pm has 

not worked very well and so from our April 
meeting we will revert back to the start time of 
7.30pm for our Tuesday meetings. We then 
heard the Treasurers report and the Secretaryôs 
report where we were happy to hear that our 
membership has increased. 
 

As we were celebrating our 70th birthday we 
were in a party mood and enjoyed a buffet 
supper that had been prepared by the 
committee. We had a lovely spread of salads, 
quiches and cold chicken, followed by a 
delicious array of desserts, including apple pie 
and strawberry tiramisu. This was 
accompanied by cold drinks, including wine 
and non-alcoholic options. After our delicious 
feast the annual competition winners were 
announced and I was proud to be awarded the 
first prize of a beautiful azalea and a trophy.  
We also had a raffle, in which every lady was 
given a free ticket. We then played a team 
game called feel the bag where numerous 
black sealed bags were passed around and we 
had to guess the household item that was 
hidden inside. We all had great fun detecting 
the objects and then we were all rewarded 
with sweets. The evening was finished off 
with a birthday cake made up of chocolate 
brownies. Our new committee member helped 
our President to blow out the candles and we 
were each given a brownie to take home to 
enjoy later. We had such a lovely evening and 
the committee, once again, did a great job and 
worked very hard to make the celebration a 
success ï thank you ladies. 
 

At the beginning of April seven of us went to 
the WI Annual Federation Day which this 
year was held at the Hinchingbrooke 
Performing Arts Centre. As well as hearing 
the usual reports from the President, Treasurer 
etc. we heard three interesting talks. One was 
about fostering; another was a plantsman 
talking about his alstroemeria business and the 
final one was Jeremy Spake (from the 90s 
television show óAirportô) who spoke about 
his life and made us giggle with his amusing 
anecdotes.  We all enjoyed the day and all 
went away with bunches of alstroemerias ï 
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well it would have been rude not to buy some 
after the talk! However, they were the best 
bunches of flowers I have bought for a long 
time and gave me a beautiful display for over 
two weeks. 
 

Mike Johnson gave us a talk about building a 
garden for the RHS Hampton Court Flower 
Show for our April meeting. His son, Matt, 
was approached through Facebook by Ed 
Burnham of Burnham Landscaping Ltd. to 
see if he would be interested in being 
involved in building a garden for the 2018 
show and he readily agreed. The garden was 
designed by two students from Capel Manor 
College and they had lots of sponsors, 
including the Metropolitan Police and 
security company Secured by Design.  The 
garden was to be built to show how it is 
possible to create spaces to deter burglars.  
The first step was to complete the application 
form which was seventeen A4 pages long!  
The questions included the size of the garden, 
the category and types of plants as well as 
how big any of the holes you were going to 
dig would be, what hard materials would be 
used, what soil type would be needed and 
whether there were any water features 
included. Detailed accounts also had to be 
included as well as details of how it would be 
funded. There were so many hoops to go 
through that it made me wonder how anyone 
has the patience to apply! There were also 
aspects that many of us were unaware of, 
such as the site had to be put back to how you 
found it, so the ground had to be protected 
with membranes, any concrete had to be 
removed, and any holes filled in. Also, you 
had to think about the people who would be 
working on the site and where they would be 
staying during the build. The environmental 
impact was also a consideration and they 
were told to minimise their carbon footprint 
and use sustainable materials. All plants had 
to have a passport to ensure they were disease 
free and all timber needed a custody 
certificate. 
 

After this marathon questionnaire had been 
completed, they had to wait six weeks for a 
reply and then they were asked to repeat some 
of the answers they had already given.  That 
was followed by attending a seminar where 
they were presented with all the site rules and 
regulations. 

Once they had finally made it to Hampton 
Court, Mike said that there was a good 
atmosphere between everyone on different 
gardens and if anyone was struggling there 
was always someone who would lend a hand.  
We were shown slides of the different stages 
of the garden as it came together and it was 
very impressive. Even though everything had 
been documented in fine detail, there were 
still problems with the build as they were told 
they couldnôt put the pyracanthas hedge at the 
front of the garden as it was too prickly. It was 
pointed out that it was an aspect to deter 
burglars, but they had to rethink the plan and 
decided to put a rope fence in front of it to 
protect the crowds.  All the stress did put a 
strain on some relationships and we were told 
that the two students who began the process 
on good terms slowly began to fall out and by 
the end of the show the friendship 
unfortunately appeared to be over. 
 

All the hard work was worth it though as the 
garden was awarded a silver medal and the 
two students were interviewed in the garden 
by the BBC. 
 

Mike pointed out that although the constructor 
did all the work, they donôt get an official 
mention. This didnôt put Matt off though as he 
was approached to work on another garden the 
following year and that garden was awarded a 
silver gilt medal. 
 

The talk was very interesting and made us all 
realise just what hard work it is to achieve one 
of these show gardens, both before being 
awarded a place and afterwards.   
 

We have some amazing talks coming up in the 
next few months (which you can find on the 
next page)

Jacqui.  
 

And so to our speakers for April. Entitled 
óAmazing Things Can Happen!ô Ian and 
Penny Stimson were trying to decide (16 
years ago) on how to do something 
meaningful during their retirement. At first, 
they had no ideas so decided to ask the 
neighbours ï as you do! Two doors down, Ian 
was chatting to Debbie whoôd just got back 
from safari and was determined to do 
something for a small village she had visited 
and please could Ian and Penny help. Of 
course the answer was yes and so, with the 
help of slides and bits of video, Perry WI was 
introduced to a small village in Kenya called 
Utange.  
 

20 miles inland from Mombasa, Utange is like 
many other small African villages with 
mainly single-room dwellings which can be 
partially washed away when the rains arrive, 
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and an uneducated populace whose only work 
is occasional labouring.  
 

They visited the church and met the vicar who 
needed more room for three orphans heôd 
taken in. So they decided to help out. It was 
going to take a year and cost Ã1,000. Four 
years later and Ã75,000, a building was there 
for 13 girls and a live-in Mother, 13 boys and 
a live-in Father, and a cook. The cook was 
given a bicycle to get to work and was so 
proud as it was the first thing heôs ever really 
owned.  
 

Job done! Then Debbie got in touch again and 
said that a teacher needed a classroom so Ian, 
Penny and the team formed a registered 
charity called óMake a Difference Schools, 
Mombasaô and built the Noahôs Ark 
Academy. It started out with three classrooms 
(another has since been built), a toilet block, a 
well, a storeroom. All was well and good.  
Gladys, who runs the school, had an acre of 
land and eventually (after some legal 
problems) another property was built (a little 
way up the hill so safe from flooding) which 
included The Rainbow Unit. A specially 
designed and run facility for 150 young 
people from 14-26 years old with learning 
disabilities to be taught a trade like tailoring, 
cookery, metalwork and carpentry.  
 

The cost was Ã95,000 and though the team of 
five had changed through illness etc, they 
continued because this was such important 
work for the lives of these young people. And 
so it happened that, during a bridge game, Ian 
and Penny sat next to a man who told them he 
used to live in Bombalulu (the village next to 
Utange). He introduced them to the The Care 
Education Foundation and, in short, a 
donation of Ã55,000 was forthcoming. Wow! 
The Ã95,000 was raised in two years and 
building started. Unfortunately their builder 
had done his sums wrong so work had to stop. 
However, by chance, an old school friend of 
Ianôs suggested Ian spoke to the Rotary Club, 
various connections were made and a 
businessman who lives just outside Mombasa 
helped out. There is now a two storey building 
with ramps and stairs to each floor, metal 
doors and windows (there is a lot of 
equipment in there to be protected), and all 
painted a very cheerful white and red. 
But there are three ongoing problems: the cost 

of replenishing consumables (eg tailoring 
fabrics); the cost of education which is Ã5 a 
month (some parents canôt or wonôt pay); and 
some parents shame of their disabled children. 
These problems are overcome by sponsorship 
of children from UK and USA, hard work and 
planning eg the children and the teachers 
cleared  some waste ground and set up a large 
Shamba (thatôs Swahili for kitchen garden) to 
grow bananas, black-eyed peas, pumpkins, 
pawpaw etc. Some is used on site and the rest 
is sold to make funds. International 
sponsorship helps and hopefully when parents 
see their children with a job and an income, 
their shame will abate. And then a fourth 
problem came along ï how to manage the 
Start-Up Programme. Ian had an unsolicited 
email (and yes he opened it and had a look) 
from an International Rotary Club near 
Mombasa. After a few meetings, the 
Rotarians came in at weekends to mend roofs, 
blackboards, etc. They then gave people basic 
business training and lent them the money to 
get started. Each borrower wrote a business 
plan and they meet monthly to discuss their 
businesses and how they can help each other. 
A second group is now starting up.  
 

Ian told us with such pride that one of the 
boys made a rug, which was bought by a 
visiting head Teacher. Part of the money goes 
to the organisation and the boy keeps part.  He 
is one of the many success stories from this 
amazing organisation.  Ian and Penny have 
clearly worked so hard and are still 
fundraising so google 
www.makeadifferenceschoolsmombasa.org.uk  
and learn more! Thank you Ian and Penny for 
a fascinating and life-affirming talk.

B. Do the PC wish to continue with the 
site allocation to the south of 29 The 
Green in the NP as proposed in the  
Regulation 14 version taking in to  
account the comments by the Environ-
ment Agency (EA) / Anglian Water, and 
Cambridgeshire County Council (CCC) 
as Local Lead Flood Authority on surface 
water flood risk. The PC agreed to con-
tinue with this site.  
C. Do the PC wish to continue with site 
allocation at Brook Farm proposed in the 
Regulation 14 version in view of the SEA 
requirements. The PC agreed to continue 
with this site.  
D. Do The PC wish to continue with NP 
given that no more funding is likely to 
forthcoming from locality. The PC  
reviewed the estimate of work to  
complete the NP to submission stage and 
further work to Referendum. It was  
estimated that the additional work would 
be in the region of Ã3000 and the PC 

agreed to fund this. 
Ideas for use of CIL funding and National 
Power Grant ï remove grant from the 
agenda as the PC is not an eligible body 
to apply for this.
